The most expensive muscle cars in the world are Mopars. Even finned Exner cruisers have 
achieved heights that most Tri-Five Chevys only dream of.


Like previous Barrett-Jackson auctions, Mopars captured the attention of spectators and bidders 
alike with some of the most desirable muscle cars around. And it’s not just original muscle cars 
that collectors are clamouring for — restomods have a warm place with collectors too. 


             1948 Dodge Power Wagon Custom Pickup


Alrighty, a Mopar cut from a different cloth. The Power Wagon was based on Dodge’s military truck 
(as if it isn’t obvious). This example, originally from Montana, received both a frame-off restoration 
and a custom build that melds old with new. The engine is a Cummins 5.9-liter turbodiesel six 
bored 0.20 over decorated with polished intake manifold and valve covers. Cooling comes from a 
custom Walker Davis aluminum radiator. The transmission is a Getrag five-speed mated to a 205 
New Process transfer case, with the power delivered via Dana 70 (rear) and Dana 60 (front) axles 
with 3.54 ratios. A peek inside will show you custom leather seats, Classic Bomber 8 Series 
gauges, carpeted flooring, power windows (utilizing the original classic window crank), modern 
stereo with Bluetooth, and Vintage Air system. If there’s a Mopar that is mighty, this is it. This Pow-
er Wagon cost $236,500 for the pleasure of owning.
